ARIN XXVII Meeting  
 

Bill Darte, CAIT Membership and Programs Director, 

attended the Caribbean Sectorõs Public Policy Meeting 

for the American Registry for Internet Numbers 

(ARIN) during the week of April 11th.  Bill is a member 

of the Advisory Council to the ARIN Board of Trus-

tees. The twice-annual meetings focus on policy and 

policy proposals for the stewardship of Internet num-

ber resources, e.g. Internet Protocol (IP) addresses and 

Autonomous System Numbers (ASN). 

 

Meetings have become especially interesting and impor-

tant in recent years as the number of IP version 4 (IPv4) 

addresses nears exhaustion and their non-compatible 

replacements as part of emerging IP version 6 protocol 

(IPv6) emerges and is embraced by industry. 

 

Already the central registry, the Internet Assigned 

Numbers Authority (IANA) has exhausted its supply of 

ôv4õ addresses. This occurred in February. 

 

An important announcement was made during the  

Public Policy Meeting. The Asia-Pacific Network Infor-

mation Center (APNIC) also ran out of addresses.  AP-

NIC along with ARIN and 3 other regional internet reg-

istries supply addresses to the entire world. The an-

nouncement signals that organizations in the 56 con-

stituent countries for the APNIC Region can no longer 

receive regular allocations to meet their expanding 

business needs.÷
